Eagleridge Parking Lot Closed / Baden Powell Trailhead Closed

For public safety reasons, the parking lot at Eagleridge was closed on April 1, 2006. The Baden
Powell Trailhead will be closed at the Eagleridge parking lot during construction however access to
open portions of the Baden Powell Trail can be reached via the Black Mountain Trail.

Black Mountain Trail closures

Beginning April 18, 2006 scheduled temporary closures to the Black Mountain Trail will be required for
public safety. The next closure will be from April 18 to July 30, 2006

Temporary Seaview Walk Trail Diversion

Seaview Walk is adjacent to an area where blasting will occur. As a safety precaution, beginning April
18" until the end of July, from 7:00 am until 5:00 pm, Monday through Friday, walkers will be required
to exit the trail approximately 200 metres from the east terminus of the trail. Those wishing to access
the Trans Canada Trail via the Seaview Walk can proceed along Cranley Drive to the eastern
entrance.
